Details:- 
Having quickly realised that we had a growing number of residents who were unable to source essential food and household items, due to being isolated and not having anyone to shop for them, or are without money, we have established a service whereby you can telephone the above number to arrange a home delivery. 
Please only use this service if you really need to. We want to make sure that we support those who are in the greatest need. This is only for those people who have no other safe way to obtain essential items. This is an emergency service.
Each food box is designed to feed one person for 7 days at a cost of £20 per box.
Each household box is aimed to provide basic cleaning and personal care products for one household, for one month, at a cost of £20 per box.
Payment can be made by card or bank transfer (and in some circumstances, cash)
For anyone struggling financially, alternative arrangements can be made. We will help you in any way we possibly can, including supplying you totally for free with a £20 box, or a few items to help you through a difficult few days, if that’s what you need. These are unprecedented times and nobody should worry about asking for help. 
We have set this up to make sure everyone has the support they need. 
We want to support everyone in need, regardless of ability to pay, so please do not worry about money when phoning for assistance. We can even support you with ‘buy now and pay later’ if that would help you through a difficult time. 
We are here to help you & we want to help you.

• 1 packet biscuits eg (digestives, rich tea, custard creams,bourbons)
• 1 small chocolate bar (e.g. Dairy Milk)
• 1 small block cheese
• 6 eggs
