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Word What does it mean?

Democracy A system of government by all
the eligible members of a state,

through elected representatives.

Athens An ancient Greek city state
famous for its arts, learning and

philosophy.

Sparta An ancient Greek city state well-

known for its powerful army.

Acropolis An ancient rocky hill high above
the city of Athens. Important
buildings such as the Parthenon

were built here.

Parthenon A temple on the acropolis of
Athens - housed a huge statue of

the goddess Athena.

Amphora A two handled storage jar that

contained grain, oil, wine or milk
