If your child is offered a place in F1 you must not assume that a place will be available at the next
stage of transfer to Reception class (F2). This form is not an application for Reception class.
Applications for Reception class places must be done online to Kirklees Admissions, as they are
the Admission Authority for the school.

You must provide evidence of your child’s permanent address (e.qg. a utility bill which is less than
six months old).
